In keeping with the intentions of the Department of Psychiatry to provide support for junior investigators in psychiatric research, annual awards will be made in the range of $2,500-$5,000.
Eligibility Requirements

Applicants must meet the following criteria to be considered for an award:

1) MD degree (PGY-4) and/or PhD degree at time of application

2) Must have appointment of Instructor or above at time research award is granted

Please type or print all information requested to complete the application.
Submit completed application including the following items to the Research office (electronic format is preferred, but hard copy is acceptable)
1) A cover letter, not to exceed one page, from the applicant explaining how the Fellowship year will fit into his/her upcoming career plans.  The letter should also describe any past or current research experience and committed or pending external funding.

2) A current curriculum vitae of the applicant.

3) A Research Plan.  This should include a description of the specific aim of the project, the background and significance of the proposed research project, and a well-reasoned description of the research design, methods, and proposed analyses to be used in the project.  The research plan has an absolute limit of 2 pages, single-spaced, with standard type size of 12 characters per inch.  One extra page will be allowed for a list of references literature. 
4) Line item budget page and detailed budget narrative.

5) Listing of the needs and type of support required.

6) Support from the Fellow’s UMass faculty mentor is an important factor in the evaluation of the application.  The Mentor’s Statement (one page) must be completed.  It must specifically address each of the following points:

a) how the mentor will facilitate the fellow’s development in research and completion of the project

b) how this fellowship year will contribute to the career development of the applicant

c) feasibility of completing the project during the fellowship year

**It is expected that recipients will update the Research Committee by submitting a brief summary of progress statement on their funded research projects at six months and final written report at twelve months
**Applicants will be notified by the CDRO when a decision has been made regarding funding of the application.  If the fellowship is funded, the applicant will be asked for additional information (including IRB or IACUC approval [if applicable] and additional funding secured) prior to disbursement of funds.**

**If external grant funding is approved for this study in the same time frame as award, the PI will no longer be eligible for these fellowship funds.**
